TUESDAY NIGHT POOL LEAGUE RULES

2011-2012
1. Sponsor fee-$50.00 to be paid by second week of league play. Payable to: Tuesday Night Pool League. Dropped off or sent to Lori Phelan at Porky’s Pub, PO Box 303, Ridgeway, WI 53582. If not paid it will be automatic forfeits until paid. NO EXEPTIONS. 
2. Must be 21 years of age to play. NO EXCEPTIONS. Will result in 1-15 team loss. Second infraction will result in being kicked out of the league for one year.

3. Team rosters MUST be turned in by the end of the first round. NO EXCEPTIONS-Automatic loss if not turned in.

4. Five players must be present. If someone is missing, he/she has to be there by the beginning of the 3rd round or he/she must forfeit.
5. NEW SCORING system this year. You will be using a point system (for individual scores) based on the number of your balls shot in the pockets. Each ball in is worth one (1) point and the eight ball is worth three (3) points.  The winner of the game will get 10 points. The score sheet has been modified to reflect this change.  If you have any questions on how to fill out the new scoresheet, please ask. 

6. To determine the line-up, cards will still be drawn from the opposing team members for shooting rotations. The home team racks the 1st and 3rd rounds.
7. No regular player shall play for more than one team. Floating subs will be allowed with the following stipulations:

Subs may shoot for more than one team.

Once they shoot twice on a team, they are only allowed to shoot for that team.

A sub must shoot twice during the year in order to play in the tournament.
8. Starting time is 7:30 P.M. Grace period is 7:45 P.M. or match is forfeited.
9. Two balls must hit cushion for break to be legal or re-rack.

10. If breaker makes one solid, no stripes and does not scratch, he/she has solids. If breaker makes one solid and one stripe, the table is open for his/her choice. If two of one go in and one of the other, the table is still open. All balls and pockets must be called.

11. If any part of the ball is in the kitchen, the entire ball is in.

12. Cue ball must entirely be in the kitchen when breaking or shooting after a scratch. Opponent to call it before the shot.

13. A scratch while shooting the 8 ball is a loss. If the 8 ball goes into a pocket other than the one called, it is a loss. 
14. NO coaching! Heckling results in 3 losses – 1 warning for heckling.
15. Fouls include:

· moving any balls on the table 

16. If opponent scratches and all of your balls are in the kitchen, you may spot your highest numbered ball.

17. The two team captains shall resolve any dispute. 

18. A match may be postponed when the circumstances require (weather conditions, broken table, etc.). Team captains should be notified ASAP. Make up game within 2 weeks, if possible.

19. Playing fee is $3.00 per player per night.

20. Each game won gets $2.00. Example: winners-8, losers-7, winners get $16.00 and losers get $14.00

21. Eight ball break is a re-rack.

22. The last two weeks you must have all 5 shooters there or the match will be made up.

23. HOME TEAMS are responsible or turning in a score sheet. Sheets must be turned in ASAP. If not received, both teams will be contacted. If the sheet from the home team gets lost (in the mail or elsewhere) the visiting team will need to get their sheet turned in ASAP.
24. Team player limitations will be monitored when score sheets are turned in and standings are being done. Each team is allowed up to 10 players (5 regular and up to 5 subs). If it is noticed that the team is almost at the limit, the captain or sponsor will be contacted. 
25. Standing will be posted at www.porkyspub.net as sheets are turned in and updated.
26. Teams must be represented at league meetings to hold their status.

27. 15 point games - Total wins, total lost for league standing.

28. Individual prizes will be based on the shooters ball average (using the new scoring system). You cannot miss more than 3 weeks to be eligible and you must shoot the last two weeks.
29. League winner will receive a traveling plaque each year.
